How to set up Poetry Idol at your local Library or community venue.

1. On this website  is a  generic Poetry Idol poster to be placed at your library and circulated to your local media, community outlets and writers groups.

3. On this website are samples of poems and song lyrics that have been selected to inspire students and local writers.

4. Poetry idol is open to local schools and writers of all ages.

5. on this website are guidelines to perform at a Poetry idol events.

6. On this website is a generic  feedback form

Media support.

Send Press release to local print and radio media four weeks before Poetry idol event and follow up one week after that.

Michael Crane and/or Trish Anderson will be available for interviews on local radio during their visit to participating schools.

Event requirements

Two judges will be chosen from schools and Michael Crane if available will be the moderator and compere.  Audience voting forms are on this website and to be printed by local library or community venue to be placed on seats prior to the event starting. The audience will vote for their two favourite writers.

Those selected will be considered for publication in the Paradise Anthology.

Feedback forms are provided on this website and to be printed and placed on seats prior to the event starting.

Most libraries at heats of Poetry idol from 2007-2010 provided wine, cheese and refreshments.

Entry is free to school children and it is optional if Libraries want to charge a fee to adults.

The event depending on number of Poets entered normally is of a two hours duration including refreshment break.

A table is required for poets to register and a table for judges. Poets are required to attend the event half an hour before the advertised starting time. They must draw their name out of a raffle ticket which will indicate what number poet they are on the running order. This system allows poets to know in advance when they will be reading to give them time to prepare for their performance. This system seems the fairest as people who arrive early sometimes don’t like to perform first and encourages all poets to arrive on time so that the event is organised properly and the Mc isn’t waiting for people previously booked to turn up on time.

A microphone and lecturn or a small p.a. are preferred.
